Here's a brief look at CBA/ABATE's Legislative Priorities for 2011:

SUPPORT FREEDOM OF CHOICE: N.C.G.S. § 20-140.4(A)(2) requires that motorcycle
operators and passengers wear a safety helmet that complies with FMVSS 218. Legisla-
tion to be introduced in 2011 will provide that this requirement would not apply to op-
erators and passengers who are 21 years of age or older. The bill will also provide that
the penalty for violating the section is a fine of not more than $50.00 and that no drivers
license points, insurance surcharges, or court costs shall be assessed.

INCREASE RIGHT-OF-WAY VIOLATION PENALTIES: Legislation will be introduced to
increase the penalty for running a motor c\)
Ari-gfwtay o) t o $ 2 0-veldifenske ap to $5060v00 for violations involving
personal injury or property damage.

SUPPORT CONTINUED FUNDING FOR DRIVERS EDUCATION: Drivers education is

critical to ensuring the safety of young drivers and of the motoring public. NC CBA/
ABATE works with drivers education providers to ensure that new drivers are more de-
fensive and aware of other traffic on the road. Continuing and incr

support of driver education ($33 million in each of FY2009 and FY2010) is critical to this
effort.

SUPPORT UNIFORM APPORTIONMENT OF TORT RESPONSIBILITY: Throughout the
United States, there are four systems used in establishing damage awards: pure con-
tributory negligence, pure comparative negligence, modified comparative negligence |
50% bar rule, and modified comparative negligence I 51% bar rule. Under the common
law theory of contributory negligence, if two people are in an accident, the injured per-
son can only recover for his/her injuries and damages if they did not contribute to the
accident in any way. North Carolina is one of just four states where the pure contribu-
tory negligence system is still used. In the comparative negligence system in place in
46 states, the injured party may recover some of his or her damages even if he or she
was partially to blame for causing the accident. Contributory negligence is outdated
and unfair and should be replaced with uniform apportionment of tort responsibility.

It" Ain't Over 'til It's Over:  According to a report in the Fayetteville Observer, former state Sen. Margaret
Dickson (D-Cumberland) and two other Democrats who lost their state Senate seats in the November elec-
tions are suing their opponents and the Republican Party. Dickson's lawsuit says the Republicans illegally
lied (as opposed to legally lying?) about who paid for their television advertising, and as a result, they re-
ceived price discounts they weren't entitled to and the voters were deceived. State laws known as "Stand By
Your Ad" laws require political ads to include a statement naming the candidate or organization that paid for
them. She is suing Republican Wesley Meredith of Fayetteville, who defeated her in a fierce race that was
heavy on negative campaign ads. Two other Democrat incumbents who lost in November - former state Sen.
Joe Sam Queen (D-Haywood), who lost to Republican Ralph Hise Jr. of Spruce Pine for the 47th District in
western North Carolina, and former state Sen. Don Davis (D-Greene), who lost to Louis Pate of Mount Olive
for the 5th District in the Greenville area, are also suing their opponents.

Winning Makes a Difference: Former North Carolina House Speaker Richard Morgan (R-Moore) was an
ardent opponent of establishing a state lottery and often bragged that he did everything he could to stop it and
that it wasn't enacted while he was in office. But when Morgan's wife, Cindy, won $10,000 in one of the
State's lottery games, Morgan's response, according to the News and Observer, was that he had always
thought it was a good idea.

Four years
gress again reversed itself, leading to states weakening and repealing helmet laws once again.

The first legal challenge to the N.C. mandatory helmet law came in 1969. In North Carolina v. Kenneth Calvin
son, Mr. Anderson claimed that the N.C. helmet statute was unconstitutional because it violated the due process
protection, and the right to privacy provisions of the Fifth, Ninth and Fourteenth Amendments to the Constitutio
United States and Article I, Sections 1 and 17 of the Constitution of North Carolina.

Washington, D.C. was flush with newbies yesterday, as both the House and Senate swore in the
newest Members of Congress. With smiles on everyones faces, you know someone had to be up to
no good. This time it was the House Republican Conference. They held their closed door meeting to
discuss the new rules changes for the 112th Congress, something the majority does every two
years. The House Republican leadership proposed a key change to the way the Highway Trust

Fund is protected from borrowing or spending any money on non -transportation projects. This pro-
tection makes perfect sense because the fund is generated from a federal fuel tax, so it is money

generated by road users, for road users. Republicans defeated an amendment to the rules

package offered by Rep. Steve LaTourette (R - OH), which would have preserved the linkage be-

tween incoming trust fund revenues and future federal investments. Under the LaTourette pro-

posal the existing "point of order" protection against legislation that reduced investment below the
supportable levels would have been retained, but any member would be allowed the opportunity to

cut highway and transit investment through an amendment on the House floor. The LaTourette
Amendment was voted on by secret ballot. As such, the votes of each Republican will not be made

public and it is unclear at this time if the final vote tally will be released. While today's develop-

ments are an obvious setback for the entire transportation community, the new rules package does

not determine the outcome of subsequent legislation, nor does it require investment cuts. The new
rule, however, certainly strengthens the hand of the House Appropriations Committee in setting

highway and transit investment levels, irrespective of Highway Trust Fund revenues. House Re-

publicans have been clear that they will be pursuing significant cuts in domestic discretionary

spending and the defeat of the LaTourette Amendment signals that this could include highway and

public transportation investment. Despite the outcome of today's vote, Rep. LaTourette deserves

the sincere appreciation of the entire transportation construction industry. Attempting to change a
largely internal and leadership -driven process to protect the Highway Trust Fund shows his great
leadership and support for federal transportation investment. House Transportation & Infrastruc-
ture Committee Chairman Mica (R -Fla.) also deserves our thanks as he supported and helped de-

fend the LaTourette Amendment.

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The NTSB has been quiet about motorcycles since adding the call for state helmet law to their "top
ten most wanted list". The NTSB has no regulatory or enforcement abilities. Just the powers to
make lists and try to recommend that the recipients of their advice, take it. The MRF will keep you
updated on the NTSB and all actions affecting the motorcyclists of America.

A scan of European motorcycle safety programs, laws and infrastructure was recently completed
by a team of government types and private groups. The scan revealed some interesting results.
The team found out that most of the countries in Europe had very similar ratios with regard to
the number of motorcycles on the roads vs. fatalities. In the United States, motorcycles repre-
sent about 3 percent of the vehicles on the road, and average about 10 percent of the fatalities
each year. In Europe, the ratios for most countries are nearly identical to those in the United 22
States, even though Europe has mandatory helmet laws and graduated licensing, not to mention
the fact that it costs about $1000 to get a motorcycle license.
