2011 Legislative Update

This legislative session has been a busy one for the NC legislature. After the Republicans won a majority in both
the House and Senate it has been a constant battle with the Democratic Governor. She vetoed the

budget twice and her veto was finally over -ruled by the legislature. It has been a busy year for CBA/ABATE of NC
too.

CBAJ/ABATE had two separate helmet repeal bills introduced this year. One in the House introduced by Rep Hast-
ings (R -Cleveland/Gaston) and one in the Senate introduced by Senator Hastings (R -Gaston). Unfortunately both
bills were held up in committee and no amount of persuasion could get them moving. Both died in commit-

tee. However, we have had some successes in other legislative areas.

House Bill 113, The Motorcycle Safety Act introduced by Rep Killllian (R -Mecklenberg), was passed by both cham-
bers and is awaiting signature  of the Governor. This bill will increase the minimum penalties for violating the right

of way of a motorcyclist. ~ Previously, it was a mere $25 fine for this violation, this bill calls for a $200 fine for any-

one who causes a motorcyclist to have to leave his travel lane. The fine is increased to $500 if there is property
damage or personal injury sustained from this violation.

House Bill 381, The Checking Station Pattern Selection bill introduced by Representative Torbett (R -Gaston), will
do away with Motorcycle -Only Roadblocks in North Carolina. This bill is awaiting the signature of the Gover-

nor. This bill prohibits law enforcement from establishing checking station patterns that focus on a specific type

of motor vehicle (motorcycles, corvettes, etc). In the future, all roadside checking stations (roadblocks) must es-
tablish a pattern that includes all types of vehicles.
