OLD BUSINESS

BOD Nominations / Election dates – BOD Proposal for Acclamation of Lone Nominees: Motion made, 2nd to go ahead and do the acclamation at this meeting, passed. All officers’ that were on the ballot will be the new officer’s for 2012 & 2013, except for Western District Chapter still need to vote since they had 2 people running for Western District Coordinator. 

2012 MRF Meeting of the Minds in RTP, NC: Randy thanked Gaston County Chapter: getting their $400.00 in for the MRF Event in 2012. Tar River Basin: has turned in $206.00. $400.00 from each chapter by July 2012. Money goes to help buy notebooks (400-500 pages), a lot of printing cost, hospitality suite looking for sponsors, Charlie Boone, Randy and Angela Norris, Bill Ruby are planning on going to this year’s Meeting of the Minds. Chapter Help with and other organizations: Transport from the airport to the hotel, 24 hour motorcycle security, we will do ourselves the hospitality suite, centerpieces for the tables, door prizes, auction items, workers, looking for a sponsor for the lunches. Central District: discussed volunteering for the security, or working in the hospitality room.  Responsible for helping with the registration booth, CBA Products, MRF Products.  We may want to have some t-shirts made out. 

License Tags: Discussion about the new NC License Tags we are able to get now. We can have a design put on a State License Tag that people are able to display as their NC License tag with the CBA Logo on them. Motion to proceed with the organizational license tags, motorcycle tags first, 2nd, passed

NEW BUSINESS

501 c (3) Tax Status: Safety Education and Awareness: Could take care of this, could go after corporate sponsors, it has is on BOD. It could take up to a year to 18 months to get this done.  Fully tax deductible, it is separate monies from the organization. Normally you use it for your programs. Totally non-profit. This status allows you to do more towards safety and education. Motion made to research this 501 c (3) tax status, 2nd, (1 opposed), passed.

Montgomery County Chapter: Terry Fournier:  Introduced why they would like to start a new chapter. Necessary we have communication.  Roll call vote: 100 voted for the new chapter, 3 opposed, majority vote, passed. Now they need to get their paper work in order and present at the next state meeting in order to receive their charter. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS (15 minutes allotted per Committee)

1. Legislative Committee:  Doc Ski: HB 200: passed: $500.00 fine if you hit, or run over a biker. $200.00 or $500.00 depends on property damage. HB 383: Pattern Selection: House Committee passed, floor, passed, governor, passed, no more motorcycle only checkpoints in affect as of December 1st.  Noise Abatement: Lake Lure is passing a noise ordinance 89 decibel, and trying to give tickets to motorcyclists that do not have the EPA stamp on their motorcycles exhaust pipe.  Discussed about forming a committee to study the noise abatement law. Helmet Citation: 4 chapters involved, 67 bikes, they did get stopped, but no tickets.  Mark Watson: Charlotte: Mentioned that one of their members was killed Saturday. Fatalities please email Randy the article: Right away violations.

2. MRF: Charlie Boone for Cindy Hodges: Meeting on the minds notice, fact or fiction piece, mrf.org, biker on the beltway in Washington, Beast of the East, Best of the West, MRF Alert: 10 most wanted list: things they want the most.  MRF Membership is down; if your chapter is not a member please contact Cindy about becoming one.

3. NCOM:   Randy Norris: Seminars Attended: Washington State: Equal Rights Access for Motorcyclists, COC & MRO’s working together; US Defender’s Program is still going strong: Doc Ski is the commander for NC, Women’s Riders Seminar, Noise Abatement and EPA check points are becoming a problem, contact your legislator’s. Fusion Centers: large problem, group of law enforcement officers gathering information and sharing information with one another, trying to classify motorcyclists as gangs. They are all through the US.

4. NC Confederation of Clubs:  Doc Ski: US Defenders: have been responding well to the Call to Action Alerts, Coalition of Independent Riders: is growing.

5. Information (PR/Newsletter/Web Page):  Dale Carroll: Went over the information budget, working on getting the newsletter to look more professional. Website: need content for both.  CBA Radio: CBARADIO.com, Facebook: cost less than was budgeted for. Motion to continue using Facebook, 2nd, passed, (1 opposed). Explained Advertising, Cindy questioned what direction does she need to go in about MRF articles in our newsletter, she was wondering if that is advertising. Need to establish a general policy.  CBA chapters can put events in the newsletter for free, but members will have to pay for advertisement. Motion made that we support the MRF and do not charge MRF for Advertising Events, in the newsletter, 2nd, passed (6 opposed)

6. Membership Services:  Angela Norris: Gave out packets yesterday in the committee for each chapter secretaries, has emailed out lapsed members to the chapters and invoices. Lapsed Members have 60 Days after their renewal date to renew their membership or they will have to start over as new. Couples that sign up need to have the same address. Angela mentioned about chapters having membership drives.

7. Safety, Education and Awareness:  Charli Chandler: HB 200, language introduce: It is now required in all State North Carolina Driver’s Ed Curriculum to include 1 hr of Motorcycle Safety Awareness. Talked about the State packet MSF that some places are using, trying to get those to use our program, because it is face to face with the students. 2nd Quarter MSAP Totals for 2011: 4,321, so far year to date totals are: 7,436. We have 12 chapters that are active in this program; we are half there with having all chapters active. Yard Signs Pre-Pay Order’s only. Columbus County: 402 Students Y-T-D started in January, Cleveland County: 117 Students Y-T-D, Chatham is getting started. Working on purchasing T-shirts, patches and rockers.

8. Constitution Committee:  Charlie Boone: Article 7 section 7 under chapters: All CBA Chapter will have a checking account. Account numbers for all chapters accounts will be provided to the State Treasurer. All chapter checking accounts shall require two signatures, the Chapter President’s or the Chapter Vice President’s and the Chapter Treasurer’s to sign checks. If a chapter needs to set up another account, such as an event account, two signatures are still required to sign checks but they can be any two members voted on by the chapter membership as long as they have been a member for a period of least one year and do not reside in the same household. If any chapter account is closed, a copy of bank documents verifying such closure must be provided to the State Treasurer: ***ADD***:  Electronic banking means may be used with the consent of the chapter members, including online bill pay, credit/debit cards and other approved methods, at the end of the section, Roll Call Vote: 97 Voted Yes, 11 opposed, majority vote, passed.
