 We had our annu-

al Lobby Day on 2/6/19 

and the turnout was al-

most double that of last 

year. We had at least 45 

people there, and they 

visited with about 25 leg-

islators. We were giving 

them information on leg-

islation that we support 

and want to see intro-

duced. The personal time and monies spent by 

these dedicated individuals to come to Raleigh is 

much appreciated. We had several individuals that 

were not CBA members attend to see what it was 

all about, and they were impressed with the actions 

taken that day. This is one of the most important 

actions that we take each year, and staying active 

during the entire session and supporting the bills 

that we have introduced is vital to their success. 

  

At this point, there have been 3 bills introduced 

that we support. HB 144, The Hands Free NC Act, 

was introduced on 2/25/19 and has been assigned 

to the House Transportation Comm. If found fa-

vorable, it will go to Insurance, if favorable, Judi-

ciary, if favorable, Finance, if favorable, Rules, 

Calendar, and Operations of the House. So there 

are many steps to follow to have this bill passed, 

and many in the legislature feel that it takes away 

individual liberties. CBA has voted to support this 

bill. 

 

HB267 has was introduced on 3/6/19 to allow 

Freedom of Choice concerning the mandatory use 

of helmets while riding a motorcycle. The bill, if 

passed, would allow anyone over the age of 21 to 

go helmetless as long as they have held a motorcy-

cle endorsement for at least 12 months or has com-

plete the approved motorcycle safety class. If ap-

proved, it would go into effect on 10/1/19. 

  

HB104/SB81 were introduced at our request on 

2/20/19. These are companion bills that redefine 

the definition of litter to include yard waste. The  

term "yard waste" includes  grass clippings,  

leaves,  shrubbery  trimmings,  and  any  other  

plant  material  resulting  from  lawn maintenance 

and other horticultural gardening and landscaping 

activities. The House bill was sent to the Com on 

State and Local Government, if favorable, Trans-

portation, if favorable, Rules, Calendar, and Oper-

ations of the House. It is scheduled to be heard on 

Wednesday, 3/6/19. The Senate bill remains in the 

Rules Comm. and will probably stay there until 

they see what the House does with it. We hope that 

this bill will pass so that riders can take action 

when people blow grass into the road when mow-

ing. 

 

Did you know that it is illegal to wear a mask that 

conceals your identity while on any highway in 

NC? Well, it is and HB257 has been introduced 

that would exempt persons riding a motorcycle. 

The law originally was passed to address terroris-

tic actions, but there have recently been tickets 

written to motorcyclists wearing face coverings to 

stay warm. If passed, this bill will end that upon its 

effective date of 12/1/19. 

  

Another bill that we would like to see introduced 

concerning our interests is the equal access bill. 

This was introduced in the 2017 session (HB28). It 

passed through committee and received unanimous 

support on the House floor. The Senate never took 

up the measure though, so it did not become law. 

We are trying to have it introduced in the Senate 

this year and are currently working to secure a 

sponsor. 

  

Updates will regularly be sent out through email, 

CBA Facebook page and other media to keep you 

informed of the progress of all of these legislative 

issues. Please pay heed to these updates and re-

spond with emails and phone calls to your legisla-

tors when asked to do so. Be involved even if you 

are not interested in politics, politics is interested 

in you and political actions affect you in many 

ways every day.

Hands Free to go into effect 1/1/2020 

 

CBA Members Shannon Rights, Tyler Styles, 

Charlie Boone, Mike Wiggins, Derrick Hall & Cat 

and Dave Terwilliger were asked to attend this his-

toric press conference due to their efforts in lobby-

ing for safer roads for All motorcyclists. 

(Especially because the statistics show that most of 

the people killed by distracted driving are in fact, 

motorcyclists!)  

 

Many representatives were there to show their bi-

partisan support of this bill. The NC Insurance 

commissioner, Mike Causey spoke at length about 

why this bill has his support. He stated that be-

cause not only will it save lives, it will reduce in-

surance premiums.  Georgia Representative, John 

Carson made the trip to show his support. He also 

shared that since Georgiaôs inception of this bill, 

not only have their insurance premiums dropped, 

but their traffic fatalities have decreased by 15%. 

AAA Carolinas Foundation for Traffic Safety 

President Tiffany Wright also spoke with pas-

sion and conviction about the necessity of this 

bill.  

 

And while many are bringing up the word 

óPersonalô as in óPersonal Libertyô-hereôs an-

other P word ñPreventableò- Because distract-

ed driving is completely Preventable. And it 

is something that our very own MSAP Pro-

gram has voluntarily been teaching High 

School Drivers Education Students for years!  

 

Hereôs some food for thought..   (Something 

we MSAP teachers know) looking at a text 

message takes an average of 4 seconds, if you 

are traveling at a speed of 75 miles per hour 

and you look at one text  - .B.A.N.G. - that means 

you just ran over an entire Football Field!  Many 

Comparative studies (and a Myth Busters episode) 

have been done comparing Driving Under the 

Influence of alcohol (DUI) and Driving While 

Dristracted by cell phone (DWD). Guess what 

the difference is between driving under the influ-

ence and driving while distracted by a cell 

phone? Absolutely NO DIFFERENCE! No 

measurable difference in ALL of the studies 

done. So if DUI is illegal, then why isnôt DWD? In 

MSAP We teach every single student that they 

have a duty to society, to their family, and to the 

life that they have been working toward. Obeying 

the law is not enough!  

As victimsô families shared their tear-filled stories 

of loss. The Sheriff of Harnett County described 

what itôs like for law enforcement when they must 

deliver the terrible news to a family member of 

their loved oneôs untimely demise; that they have 

been killed by something as senseless and prevent-

able as distracted driving. All eyes and hearts fell 

across the room. I canôt imagine anyone was think-

ing about personal liberty.
